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Dear Brothers and Sisters, Election Day is near.  Please consider these thoughts by Sr. Patricia McCann, RSM:
It is a national election year. How is a conscientious Catholic to vote? 
Catholics who want to exercise their vote in a morally and socially responsible manner this November face complex issues. In such a

milieu the church’s social teaching provides clear guidelines for making candidate choices. Four major principles emanate from the collective
body of writings and teachings on Catholic social thought.....Catholic social teaching names these principles as follows: (1) the dignity of
the person, (2) the quest for the common good, (3) a preferential option for those who are poor and vulnerable, and (4) a
recognition of peace as the Gospel way of life.

The principle of the dignity of the person goes right to the heart of the matter. It is absolutely life affirming. It situates a person’s worth
in the fact that God made and loves us all. Immigrant people, people of color, gay people, Arab people, young people, old people —
everyone deserves respect because of the innate sacredness of life itself. We need to evaluate whether the policies and actions of a
candidate consistently reflect this principle. How does this candidate show concern for the entire spectrum of life issues from womb to tomb,
the elderly, children, minorities, immigrants, enemies, those who are poor, the homeless, the vulnerable ones?

The quest for the common good mandates an effort to build a society that serves the needs of all people according to principles of
justice. Does a candidate consistently promote and support economic stability for all? Where does the candidate stand on universal
healthcare access, on the availability of quality public education and child-care, on providing decent affordable housing, on guaranteeing
employment opportunity? Do the budget priorities that the candidate endorses reflect genuine commitment to the needs of all people in
society? Will resources too readily get diverted from social services to military ends? Is the candidate socially responsible in regard to the
use and conservation of natural resources, including energy sources? Will he/she work to protect the environment — clean air, clean water,
sustainable development?

What pattern of preferential option for those who are poor and vulnerable do the actions of this candidate reveal? Are proposed
education and employment programs designed to help people move out of poverty? Does he/she support adequate safety nets to assist
those who are victims of poverty or catastrophic events? What quality of care is promoted for the vulnerable ones at both ends of life, pre-
natal and the debilitated elderly? Is the candidate’s commitment to the real needs of all people overshadowed by his/her promotion of the
economic interests of the wealthy few? Do tax policies of the candidate favor only the interests of those who are rich? 

The promotion of peace is a Gospel way of life. Will the candidate actively promote peace? Does he/she promote the moral
understandings of just war theory? Is the candidate able and willing to work collaboratively with leaders of other nations toward peaceful
resolution of world conflicts? Does he/she respect the role of the United Nations, and of treaties and agreements among nations to ensure
peace? 

The four principles of Catholic social teaching articulated here facilitate deeper analysis of a candidate’s suitability for public leadership.
In this headline news/sound bite world in which we live, that deeper analysis is critically important. Some pundit in the past said that we get
the leaders we deserve. It seems more likely that we can get the leaders we really want only if we assume responsibility for assessing
qualifications by this clear measure of the full body of church social teaching.... a conscientious vote. There is no guarantee that the good
guy (or gal) will always win, but such efforts certainly improve the chances.
